	I entered the field of Palliative Care because I saw as the unmet need for end of life care.  While I believed I could make a personal impact on these patients, I viewed the problem largely as a systems level issue. The health system is not structured to allow for goals of discussions at regular intervals, providers lack adequate training, and patients are not educated on the importance. My degree in business administration has helped me better understand the structural issues in health care, and my main goal of work is to create systems to support providers and patients to improve health care. 
	Two programs that have had the most influence in my approach to my research in improving systems for palliative care. Gundersen Health’s Respecting Choices program where they have created a system to regularly have advance care planning discussions with patients and have achieved success in completing advance directives and POLST forms.  Deborah Cook’s 3 Wishes Program where she systematized acts of forgiveness for patients near the end of life. This led me to collaborate with Dr. Cook and create 3 Wishes at UCLA with Dr. Thanh Neville.  
	I have now transitioned to focusing on health services research, particularly with the intersection of oncology and palliative care within a large complex health system. In addition to the use of predictive analytics to assist with identifying patients that may benefit from early palliative care.
