Personal Statement
I am an Associate Professor of Clinical Medicine at USC Keck School of Medicine since 1993. My main research interest is in clinical research trials of novel clinical agents to treat hematologic malignancies. I have been Co-Chair of the Clinical Investigations Committee for 8 years, and an active member for 19 years. I have been an active Board member of the Southern California Lymphoma Group since 2002, and co-chair the Lymphoma Research Foundation Lymphoma Rounds for Southern California. I have developed the Multiple Myeloma Program at USC of clinical research trials, epidemiology collaboration with the Department of Preventive Medicine, and laboratory collaborations with basic scientists at USC. I have been active in clinical research trials of immunotherapy of B cell malignancies with monoclonal antibodies and antitumor vaccines, including lymphoma and multiple myeloma. My particular focus is development of Phase I and II trials for hematologic malignancies of novel agents, especially those developed by basic scientists at USC. Recent collaborations focus on a novel formulation of fenretinide now developed as a national Phase II trial, dendritic cell vaccines, signaling pathway inhibitors, and nanoparticle therapies being developed at USC. 
I have been the Director of Autologous Stem Cell transplantation for 3 years, and work closely with the Allogeneic team. Because of our large population of Acute Leukemia patients at USC, and my personal focus on immunotherapies, I initiated a novel haploidentical nontransplant allogeneic cellular therapy program, I believe one of the first in the West, for AML patients. Establishing the safety and feasibility of nontransplant cellular therapy, we are expanding this to B cell malignancies in our group, and plan protocols combining cellular and antibody therapies. Given the rapid growth of our AYA clinical program, I am developing collaboration on clinical trials to be done jointly with CHLA for our young adult population.  Taking advantage of our unique clinical strengths to develop novel translational programs is my current focus within the Division of Hematology.
