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Improving Renal Needle Biopsy Accuracy with RCC-specific DNA Methylation Markers

Our long-term goal is to improve the clinical management of patients with small renal masses (SRMs). The objective is to identify DNA methylation markers that can improve the diagnostic value of needle biopsies. The rationale for the proposed research is that since DNA methylation changes can occur prior to histological changes and can be detected in small amounts of tissue, measurement of DNA methylation markers in needle biopsy material would allow for the accurate identification of malignant SRMs.
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
