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A. Personal Statement  
I have had extensive training and experience as a clinical investigator.  I have chaired or co-chaired multiple studies in the Children’s Oncology Group (COG) (Phase I/II studies of capsular fenretinide, COG A3973 randomized study of purged vs unpurged PBSC transplant for high risk neuroblastoma, and ARET0321 Phase II study for intraocular retinoblastoma) and the New Approaches to Neuroblastoma Therapy (NANT) consortium (NANT 99-02, Phase I BSO/Melphalan; NANT 2013-A, Phase 2b study of neuroblastoma trivalent vaccine), as well as local Children’s Hospital Los Angeles (CHLA) studies in neuroblastoma, retinoblastoma, and brain tumors. Local CHLA studies have included Phase I studies of cis-retinoic acid and high dose chemotherapy (CEM regimen), which led to Phase III COG trials and subsequently became standard therapy for high risk neuroblastoma after results showed improved survival (CCG 3891) or maintenance of survival with decreased toxicity (A3973 with deletion of total body irradiation from CEM regimen).  The CHLA local retinoblastoma trial formed the basis for the COG ARET0321 trial (vice-chair).   I have been a member of the COG Neuroblastoma and Retinoblastoma Steering Committees.  I was co-leader of the NANT consortium (15 sites in North America performing Phase I/II trials) and co-leader of the NANT Project within the NCI funded program project, Biology and Therapy of Neuroblastoma from 2000-2011.  I worked with study chairs to develop and implement protocols.  I was Medical Director of the NANT Operations Center since its inception in 2000, which is responsible for database development and oversight of conduct of all NANT protocols until January 2011, and a member of the NANT Scientific Review Committee.
