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A.	Personal Statement

I received my undergraduate degree with honors from the University of California at Berkeley. I earned my medical doctorate, graduating with honors (Alpha Omega Alpha) from Columbia University's College of Physicians and Surgeons in New York City, and later received a Master of Science degree in Biomathematics and Clinical Research from UCLA. I completed an internship and residency in internal medicine at UCLA Center for Health Sciences, and then went on to complete a hematology-oncology fellowship at UCLA David Geﬀen School of Medicine. During my training I was awarded the institution’s Specialty Training and Advanced Research (STAR) fellowship and my work focused on emerging therapies for acute blood clots including stroke. 
 
Following my training I worked as a clinical hematologist-oncologist, specializing in hematologic malignancies and stem cell transplantation serving as Associate Director of Blood and Marrow Transplant at Cedars Sinai Medical Center in Los Angeles, California. I transitioned to LA County-Olive View-UCLA Medical center as lead hematologist and oncologist, Associate Clinical Professor of Medicine, and Associate Program Director for the Olive View-UCLA Hematology-Oncology Fellowship where I focused on mentoring hematology-oncology trainees in their clinical and research opportunities. In 2013 I joined City of Hope National Medical Center as a commited clinician and clinical trialist, focused on hematology and medical oncology. In 2018, I dedicated my clinical and research practice to solid tumors, specifically breast and gynecologic malignancies at City of Hope as Associate Professor of Medicine. My research focused on investigator initiated and industry sponsored trials of novel therapeutics and genomics. I served as principal investigator on numerous trials including: phase III trial of Trastuzumab Deruxtecan versus investigator’s choice chemotherapy in her2low breast cancer, a cooperative trial evaluating the efficacy of a multi-cohort molecularly targeted therapy in recurrent endometrial cancer, a phase II study of Pembrolizumab, Letrozole, and Palbociclib in post-menopausal patients with newly diagnosed metastatic hormone receptor positive breast cancer, and investigator initiated trial of P53MVA and Pembrolizumab in patients with recurrent ovarian cancer. I served as Division Chief of Gynecologic Oncology during my tenure at City of Hope.

I joined USC Norris Comprehensive Cancer Center Keck School of Medicine in 2023 as Clinical Professor of Medicine and Women’s Cancer Section Chief in the Division of Medical Oncology. I am a dedicated clinician focused on breast cancer care as well as care of patients with late-stage gynecologic malignancies. My research is focused on translation of laboratory science to our clinic through collaboration with scientific investigators and all phases of clinical trials to widen the landscape of our breast and gynecologic cancer care.  I am actively developing a portfolio of investigator-initiated, cooperative, and sponsored trials where I will serve as both PI and co-investigator that will offer accessibility of novel therapeutic strategies to our ethnically diverse patient population. I have a unique opportunity to serve as mentor to my junior colleagues in order to broaden their expertise in clinical trial development, enrollment, and execution.
