A.	Personal Statement
I am a Clinical Assistant Professor of Preventive Medicine and Dermatology at the Keck School of Medicine of the University of Southern California. My expertise is in behavioral approaches to cancer control and prevention. My research focuses on cancer survivorship among pediatric, adolescent and young adult (AYA) populations. Currently I am Principal Investigator of the Young Adult Colorectal Cancer Study, a 2-year pilot study funded by Children’s Oncology Group (COG) to examine quality of life, physical function, and medical outcomes among AYAs with colorectal cancer. I am Co-Investigator of the Project Forward study (Milam, PI), an R01 population-based study that recruits cases from the Los Angeles County Cancer Surveillance Program (LA-CSP), the largest registry reporting to the NCI-funded Surveillance, Epidemiology, and End Results (SEER) program, to survey young adult childhood cancer survivors as to their engagement in long-term follow-up care and psychosocial adaptation after a cancer diagnosis. I am Co-Investigator of Project Milestones (Milam/Freyer, Co-PIs), an R01 population-based study using LA-CSP data and survey methods to examine quality of life and the potential delay of achievement of life goals among long-term AYA cancer survivors. I am also a founder and co-director of the USC Center for Young Adult Cancer Survivorship (with co-directors Drs. Joel Milam and David Freyer) whose mission is to affiliate researchers across USC whose research focuses on young adult cancer survivorship in order to improve the health and well-being of this at-risk population. Finally, I am an affiliate member of the USC Gehr Center for Health Systems Science and Innovation where my research focuses on models of care for medically underserved young adult cancer survivors.

C.	Contributions to Science
1. My research focuses on cancer survivorship among children, adolescents, and young adults. My current work examines the individual and systems-level factors influencing psychosocial adjustment, health-related quality of life, and engagement in medical long-term follow-up care among young adults after a cancer diagnosis. Overall my research seeks to identify and investigate modifiable psychosocial and health systems factors which significantly contribute to positive outcomes for this at-risk population. I have examined health-care self-efficacy and health information-seeking in young adult survivors of pediatric cancer, finding positive associations between these constructs and indicators of successful adaptation to survivorship. I have in addition examined the influence of ethnicity on the mental health and quality of life of young adult cancer survivors, finding disparities for young adult cancer survivors of Hispanic ethnicity.

2. In addition I work in the area of melanoma prevention among children, adolescents, and young adults. I have explored tanning addiction among ethnic minority adolescents and documented the effects of a school-based melanoma primary prevention intervention on the sun protective behaviors of Hispanic adolescents. I have investigated facilitators and barriers of secondary prevention (early detection by physician or self-examination) of melanoma in a population-based sample of California-born twins and conducted a review of current e-health tools commercially available for melanoma screening. This research intends to inform what is currently known about control and prevention of melanoma, and to pragmatically guide the design and development of targeted and effective interventions for young adults who are at high-risk of disease.
