My main research interests are to apply quantitative, analytic techniques to prevention research data, with special emphasis on multilevel modeling, mixed effects location scale model, mixture growth curve modeling, and latent class analysis. My research experiences have also been in the areas of health disparities, acculturation and immigrant health, and developmental aspects of health-related behaviors, using novel methods. I have a broad background in psychology and epidemiology, with specific interests in the topic of psycholopathology, and quantitative methods. As PI or co-Investigator on several private- and NIH-funded grants, I have been involved in health behavior research and the role of culture in different behavior outcomes. As a PI of a state-funded grant (2011-2013), my research addressed health inequity relating to tobacco use among young Asian American adults. I am also the PI of a 5-year study funded by the American Cancer Society (2013-2018) to collect data on ecological contexts of cigarette smoking using Ecological Momentary Assessment (EMA) through mobile technologies to better understand the effects of real-time, psychological, social and environmental contexts on cigarette smoking among Korean American emerging adults. Currently, we are developing and testing a mobile-based, just-in-time, personalized Ecological Momentary Intervention (EMI) for Korean American emerging adults. Therefore, I have the experience and training necessary to successfully serve the role specified in this proposal.
