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A. Personal Statement
The proposed work will test novel improvements in the way information is collected from respondents, such that increased therapeutic benefits might be achieved. For over 30 years I have been involved with the development of PROs. Specifically, I have developed PROs in the areas of stress, coping, affect, wellbeing, and fatigue using a variety of data collection technologies (including momentary, end-of-day, and advanced 7-day recall). My leadership for the last seven years in the NIH PROMIS initiative will be especially useful for the proposed research as I am very familiar with PROMIS instruments (our group developed the fatigue item bank) and the characteristics of the various forms of the PROMIS instruments. By way of expertise in PROs, I have been involved with the development of alternative methods for capturing the ebb and flow of daily experience, in particular hedonic wellbeing, using large-scale surveys from the Gallup Organization and the US government’s American Time Use Survey. My group has researched basic cognitive processes involved in the recall of symptom information over various recall periods and has investigated the role of contextual factors in recall of ambiguous information. I have advised many national and international surveys (e.g., HRS, SHARE [I currently serve on its Scientific Advisory Board]) in assessment methodology and have consulted with the FDA on measurement issues for outcomes used in regulations for drug approvals. I have also used both quantitative and qualitative approaches in instrument development; both approaches are being used in this proposal.
