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A. PERSONAL STATEMENT

Dr. Anil Tulpule, member of the AMC (Aids Malignancies Consortium) from the USC Keck School of Medicine has been a leader in the area of AIDS r elated malignancies for several years. He has been a pioneer in defining effective treatments for Kaposi’s Sarcoma (KS). Chemotherapy regimens for KS which have become the standard of care the world over were developed here at USC. KS is a vascular tumor. Currently we offer a clinical trial using VEGF inhibitor that prevents new blood vessel formation in an effort to optimize treatment options for patients with KS. We offer the state of the art treatment options for patients with AIDS related lymphoma (ARL). Current clinical trials for patients with ARL include dose intensive chemotherapy for high grade lymphomas as well as treatment with liposomal encapsulated anthracyclin based regimen in an effort to overcome drug resistance in ARL. Dr. Anil Tulpule also has ongoing clinical trials using dose dense chemotherapy as well as treatments with newer anti lymphoma agents for patients with lymphoma. He is a member of SWOG, and participates in SWOG clinical trials for lymphoma.
