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A. Personal Statement
I am the Medical Director of Operations Center for the New Approaches to Neuroblastoma Therapy (NANT) and have been serving in that role since December 2010.  Prior to that, I was the assistant medical director (2006-2010) with in the NANT operation’s center.  My job as the medical director is to work with study chairs to develop and implement all NANT protocols.   This also includes serving on the NANT scientific review committee, study management committees as well as database development for NANT studies and regulatory oversight.  I am the IND sponsor/study vice chair of the phase 1 study DFMO and Celebrex with cyclophosphamide and topotecan (NANT 12-01).  

My research interest is to develop new therapies for patients with high risk neuroblastoma with specific emphasis on maintenance and detection and analysis of minimal residual disease (MRD).  I am co-leader of the high risk maintenance taskforce at the Children’s Oncology Group (COG) and member of the COG neuroblastoma committee.  I am the chair of 2 immunotherapy trials, NANT 11-04 with lenalidomide and ch14.18 and isotretinoin as well as comparative pharmacokinetics study of ch14.18 (United Therapeutics and NCI products).  I am co-developing the study of ch14.18 and lenalidomide with NK cells (collaboration with Dean Lee) and will be the IND sponsor of the study. I have also been heavily involved in the phase 1 oral fenretinide study (NANT 04-04 with Dr. Barry Maurer).  Within MRD, my trial NANT 10-02 which is studying the relationship of TLDA detection to disease status in NANT patients is ongoing and has uncovered new understanding of the utilization of this test in relapsed patients.  In addition, I am investigating the role of TLDA in patients before and at the completion of their immunotherapy to help guide design of our maintenance trials within the context of COG ANBL0032 the phase 3 pivotal study that showed superior EFS for patients who received immunotherapy.  For non-high risk disease, I serve on the COG intermediate risk task force as well as the co-leader of the OMA taskforce.  I also am the clinical director of the Children’s Hospital Los Angeles neuroblastoma program and am the principle investigator of COG neuroblastoma protocols at CHLA.
