A. Personal Statement
I am a health services researcher with a background in cancer care delivery and health disparities research. My multidisciplinary research focuses on improving access to, delivery and quality of guideline-recommended care across the cancer continuum for underserved populations. I have multiple peer-reviewed publications focused on prevention and early detection for cervical cancer, HPV testing and abnormal screening follow-up in underserved populations. Since the introduction of HPV vaccines, I have led or participated in research to examine multi-level factors associated with HPV vaccine implementation at the national, state, and local levels using both primary and secondary data sources. I am starting an NCI-funded implementation study to examine the implementation of evidence-based strategies for HPV vaccination within safety-net health care settings (1R37CA242541-01A1). My prior HPV vaccination work, funded by an AHRQ R36 dissertation grant (1R36HS020172), examined contextual factors, including proximity to safety-net clinics and neighborhood level socio-demographic factors, that influence HPV vaccination among low-income girls served by safety-net clinics. I previously contributed to HPV vaccine implementation and evaluation of cervical cancer control studies at the World Health Organization and the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention. In addition, I am currently funded by a five-year career development award from the American Cancer Society (MRSG-17-099-01-CPHPS) to conduct a mixed methods study that examines cancer care transitions for Medicaid patients with breast or colorectal cancer. My overall research in cancer prevention and control aims to improve health care delivery, address the implementation of evidence-based strategies, and inform policy evaluation to reduce disparities.
