As a Public Health Communication Scientist, I have dedicated my career to achieving health equity and have shown an unwavering commitment to fighting health disparities, particularly among African American and Latino youth. My work is characterized by the integration of new media and traditional media effects research with community engagement principles to improve health outcomes among adolescents and young adults. I have led multiple studies investigating the role of media on the health risk behaviors of youth living in low resource neighborhoods. I apply community engagement principles by integrating youth research teams as integral members of the larger team. Currently, I am an Associate Professor at University of Southern California’s Annenberg School for Communication.  I am a NIDA diversity scholar and I was recently awarded an R21 from the National Institute on Drug Abuse to develop and test a novel use of social media for HIV prevention, focusing on substance use and sexual risk behavior among young men.
My expertise social media technology, structural factors and community-engaged research with youth, make me well positioned to serve as a co-investigator on this study. One study examines the influence of social media content on substance use and sexual risk behavior among African American and Latino youth. Another study, funded by the Robert Wood Johnson Foundation, examines the role of neighborhood and familial context on diet and physical activity among youth over time. As lead on these studies, I have developed and refined methods for recruitment, retention, implementation, content analysis of new and traditional media and modeling risk behaviors. 
The training and mentorship I have received at Harvard, Michigan, Penn and UCSF have led me to develop a research profile that is scientifically rigorous, culturally appropriate, and innovative. This work is not only professional, but also personal to me. As an African American woman, I am deeply committed to reducing racial/ ethnic disparities. I have more than a decade of experience investigating how structural determinants (e.g. media, neighborhood, social networks) influence and constrain individual behavior.

C. Contributions to Science 

1. Social Media Science: My recent studies examine the influence of the online and social media environment on sexual risk and substance use behavior among youth. We found that substantial norm setting, information seeking and modeling related to sexual risk occur in the “digital neighborhoods” or online communities of African American and Latino youth. We also found that among girls and young women who practice HIV prevention behaviors, social media was a dominant source of sexual health information. These findings suggest potential ways to leverage social media for prevention efforts.

2. Media Effects Research is a critical component of understanding a variety of health behaviors, with a focus on HIV/AIDS. I conceptualize media as a structural determinant that directly and indirectly communicates social norms, attitudes and models behaviors. Several of my studies focus on investigating media effects on adolescent and population health. This approach requires rigorous content analysis of structural data (i.e. neighborhoods, media environment), and testing the predictive influence of structural data on individual behaviors. This approach not only generates evidence of the role of the media environment as a structural factor in the HIV epidemic, but also provides insights into strategies for media based interventions.
