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A. Personal Statement

[bookmark: _GoBack]I have been a participating faculty member of the Cancer Center since 1984. Throughout this time, I have been involved in tobacco, alcohol, and other drug abuse etiology, program development, prevention and control research. Much of my body of work is relevant to cancer etiology, prevention, and cessation, particularly in the arena of tobacco use. This has included my role as the Editor of the chapter on etiology for the 2012 Surgeon General's Report on tobacco use and young people. I was the primary developer of three evidence-based programs: Project Towards No Tobacco Use (Project TNT; tobacco use prevention for young teens), Project EX (tobacco use cessation for older teens), and Project Towards No Drug Abuse (Project TND; drug abuse prevention for older teens). I have mentored several undergraduate and graduate students, and junior faculty over this time period. I also have engaged in translation research over this time. I have over 460 publications now, examples of which are highlighted in the Contributions to Science section, below.
