I am very enthusiastic about the submission for the renewal application for the Norris Comprehensive Cancer Center. The focus of my research has been with the Latino population and conducting research at the community level to better understand the role of culture In Latino health. I have worked extensively with the Cancer Center for the past 20 years. I am currently working in a multiple PI structure of a transformative RO1 with NIH/NCI funding (Murphy/Baezconde-Garbanati) (R01 I CA144052) on the role of narrative in cervical cancer screening and use of the HPV vaccine. I am also project leader with Dr. Stephen Gruber (P30 PI) USC HPV Immunization Collaborative and Community settings to develop and strengthen collaborations to increase HPV vaccination rates among vulnerable boys and girls within the Cancer Center catchment areas. I am also a co-investigator on another NCI funded grant (Murphy/ Ball-Rockeach PIs) titles Barriers to Cervical cancer preventions in Hispanic women.  In addition, I have a series of other grants in tobacco prevention and control in regulatory sciences (Samet/Pentz PIs) with NCI and other funding. I am an Associate Professor at the University of Southern California (USC) within the Department of Preventive Medicine with a Joint appointment at the Dornsife College of Letters Arts and Sciences in the Department of Sociology and a courtesy appointment at the Annenberg School for Communication and Journalism. Contributions to Science  

(URL: http://ipr.usc.edu/faculty.php) My most significant contributions to science have been in the correction of health disparities among vulnerable populations. This has taken me to work on several parallel tracts of research. The methods employed have been mostly community-based and participatory in addition to the use of several theoretical approaches. Below I describe my contributions in cancer control and health disparities.

Community-Based Research on Cancer: Historical background: Hispanic/Latinas have one of the highest rates of cervical cancer, when compared to other ethnic/racial groups. In addition women in this community are contracting the Human Papillomavirus at a rate much higher and at younger ages than in other population groups. Because of lack of health insurance, cultural barriers, systemic barriers and fears surrounding cancer, Hispanic women are dying of a disease that is preventable and if detected early can be controlled. Central findings: To correct this disparity, I worked with Dr. Sheila Murphy at the Annnenberg School for Communication and Journalism, and with Doe Meyer and Jeremy Kagan, at the USC School of Cinematic Arts, to see if using narratives we could potential help in reducing disparities in cancer screening. With funding from the National Cancer Institute, we created two films, including Tamale Lesson, This project is part of a transformative RO1 from the National Cancer Institute on transforming knowledge, attitudes and behaviors on cancer, testing the role of narrative (storytelling) in cervical cancer screening and use of the HPV vaccine. Developed in a multiple PI structure (Murphy/Baezconde-Garbanati) with the Annenberg School for Communication and Journalism, Preventive Medicine, the USC School of Cinematic Arts, and The Change Making Media Lab, we produced and tested two 11 minutes films -Tamale Lesson (narrative) and It’s Time (non-narrative)- aimed at Latinas at high risk of cervical cancer. (http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=-s4fm1DaAG0). Application of Findings: Our cervical cancer film was so successful in reducing health disparities in cancer screening that it received the prestigious American Public Health Association, Public Health Education and Health Promotion national award in 2013 for most innovative multimedia educational material.  My further contributions to the scientific data, discourse and advancement in the reduction of health disparities in cancer screening for Hispanic women, took me to write and receive a grant from SC Clinical Translation Science Institute. This grant furthered my work by adding Spanish language versions of the films are being disseminated via Vision y Compromiso (a network of over 4,000 promotoras de salud) in California and to 500 clinical providers, with whom I have worked for over 20 years). I am also the Project Leader on a grant from the National Cancer Institute to examine via an environmental scan and needs assessment Human Papillomavirus (HPV) research and vaccination efforts, to help position the Norris Comprehensive Cancer Center as a recognized player in HPV vaccine promotion. Community Participatory Research and Training on Tobacco: Historical background: Another important scientific contribution I have made is to the field of tobacco control, with an emphasis on adolescent tobacco use and other drug use, and on reducing disparities in tobacco prevalence. Tobacco use is still the number one cause of death and disease in the United States. Although Hispanic populations overall do not have high smoking rates, the rates among emerging adults and adolescents are rising nationally and in some states have reached a leveling point. Central Findings: For women some rates are kept low due to cultural factors, yet among adolescents and emerging adults this is presenting a different picture. With the increases in e-cigarettes and the use of flavored cigarettes and their popularity among Latinos and other vulnerable populations, my contributions have been in prevention of adolescent tobacco uptake, in reducing secondhand smoke exposure in multiunit housing and in examining the role of retailers and retail density in the promotion of tobacco use, in addition to explorations on the understanding of regulations and regulatory processes in vulnerable communities. Application of Findings:  I have contributed scientifically as the PI on one of three RO1s funded by the National Cancer Institute and the Food and Drug Administration (FDA) in the USC Tobacco Center for Regulatory Sciences. My study explores how to culturally adapt and maximize communication of FDA authority to retailers in American Indian reservations, and in predominantly Latino, African American and Korean neighborhoods for the regulation of new and emerging tobacco products. For the last two decades I have worked with the California Department of Public Health, California Tobacco Control Program on various endeavors, including being the PI and lead on the Hispanic/Latino Tobacco Control Network/Partnership (1996-2007); served as PI on Team Lab (www.teamlab.usc.edu) (2010-2014), a statewide social sciences laboratory for the development and testing of educational materials, sharing of innovative interventions, and dissemination of new and emerging technologies for community-based tobacco prevention among diverse populations in different languages, to move communities towards health equity.
