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A. Personal Statement

Dr. Michele Kipke is a Professor of Pediatrics at the Keck School of Medicine of the University of Southern California, Vice Chair of Research within the Department of Pediatrics at Children's Hospital Los Angeles, and Co-Director of the Southern California Clinical and Translational Science Institute (SC CTSI). A nationally known researcher and policy expert on children and families, Dr. Kipke is also Director of the Community, Health Outcomes, and Intervention Research (CHOIR) Program of The Saban Research Institute at Children’s Hospital Los Angeles.  
Since 2013, Dr. Kipke has served as Interim Director of Clinical Research in The Saban Research Institute, including overseeing the clinical research component of the SC CTSI at CHLA. In this role, she has led efforts to streamline clinical research budgeting, contracting, and study start-up and revitalize a robust clinical research infrastructure that includes research nurses and a clinical research coordinator pool; recruitment specialists; regulatory specialists; ongoing education, training and support for research staff throughout the institution; and ongoing quality assurance monitoring and audits. She has also overseen efforts to improve the efficiency of CHLA's IRB, which has significantly reduced the turnaround time for full committee review.
Dr. Kipke is the Co-PI of the Clinical and Translational Science Award, and directs the Community Engagement and Clinical Research Services programs within the SC CTSI.  In this capacity, she provides overall leadership and oversight of these programs, and general oversight of all SC CTSI activities at CHLA. 
Dr. Kipke received her Ph.D. in Experimental/Health Psychology in 1990 from the Albert Einstein College of Medicine at Yeshiva University. Since that time, she has engaged in an array of research activities to better understand child and adolescent development, health, and wellbeing.  Dr. Kipke is widely published on topics that examine individual, familial, peer and social network influences on youths' involvement in risky behaviors (e.g., alcohol and other drug use, unintended pregnancies, HIV infection and other sexually transmitted diseases, violence). Dr. Kipke has been the Principal Investigator for several NIH-funded grants focused on HIV risk and drug use among young men who have sex with men, including: (a) the Healthy Young Men's Study (HYM), a longitudinal mixed methods research project examining HIV risk in young men in Los Angeles; (b) an R01 grant focused on African American young men who have sex with men; (c) a CTSA supplement award to support comparative effectiveness research to evaluate publically-funded HIV testing services; and (d) an R21 grant to develop an HIV prevention intervention for African American young men who have sex with men.
