I am an Associate Professor of Clinical Preventive Medicine at the USC Keck School of Medicine with a joint appointment in the Department of Political Science and International Relations at the Dornsife College of Letters, Arts and Science at USC. I have a broad background in global cancer control, with nearly 25 years of experience global cancer prevention research and training, including serving as training director on several university and NIH-funded international capacity building grants. For example, while at Johns Hopkins Bloomberg School of Public Health (JHSPH), I led numerous large-scale international training programs in tobacco prevention and control. This included running a five-year Fogarty International Center capacity building training grant in China, India and Mexico; a Rockefeller Foundation training program in Cambodia, Malaysia, Laos and Thailand; multiple multi-county capacity building focused research projects related to secondhand smoke exposure; and launched the capacity building program for the Bloomberg Initiative to Reduce Tobacco Use. Since joining USC, I have helped lead the training program for the five-year, NIH-funded, GEOHealth Hub in East Africa implemented at Addis Ababa University in Ethiopia, Makerere University in Uganda, University of Nairobi, and University of Rwanda, which has included post-doctoral, junior faculty, and senior mentor training related to environmental exposures related to cancer. Other ongoing cancer-related research includes serving as Principal Investigator of a National Cancer Institute (NCI) funded randomized control trial of smoking cessation interventions in Uganda and Zambia; as a Co-Investigator on a California Department of Health funded study to investigate tobacco industry marketing of e-cigarettes and other novel tobacco products to youth and young adults; as associate Director of the Thirdhand Smoke Resource Center, the outreach component of the California Tobacco-Related Disease Research Program’s thirdhand smoke research consortium; and Co-Director of the Career Enhancement Core of our USC Tobacco Center for Regulatory Science (TCORS) funded by the Food and Drug Administration (FDA). During the past 10 years at USC, I have mentored numerous undergraduate and masters students in cancer prevention including 3 global health doctoral students, 5 global health focused medical residents/fellows, and 3 Fulbright fellows.

2.	I have led numerous cancer-related research studies in low- and middle-income countries. A collaborative study (Wipfli et al. 2008) of secondhand smoke in homes in over 30 LMICs provided a baseline for understanding the impact of tobacco control initiatives on secondhand smoke exposure among women and children. This research method was expanded to other sentinel populations for secondhand smoke exposure, including a large multi-country study of bars and bar employees (Jones et al. 2013). I have also focused on research that addresses major bottlenecks (e.g., social, behavioral, and economic, management) that impede effective implementation of evidence-based interventions and testing of new approaches to improve health programming (Yao et al 2016, St. Claire et al 2020, Wipfli et al. 2018).
